The curr icu lum inc ludes  ideas , concepts ,  and 
sk i l l s  to provide a foundat ion on which subsequent  learn ing may be bu i l t .  At tached is  
Utah's th i rd grade core standards  for  your rev iew.  

 
Instructional Practices 
LANGUAGE ARTS 
Guided reading:  students wi l l  be  work ing in smal l  reading groups based on the ir  fa l l  
Acadience reading scores .  They wi l l  work in grade- leve l  d is t r ict  Wonders McGraw-Hi l l  
reading basa l  wi th vocabulary and spe l l i ng programs bu i l t  in to the program.  
 
Students wi l l  a l so work on independent  se lf-se lected reading of many books in a var ie ty of  
l i te rary genres inc lud ing informat ional  books  and tex tbooks  to improve comprehens ion .  
Students wi l l  be expected to keep a reading log,  wr i te  summaries ,  rete l l ,  and analyze 
l i te rature .  An emphas is  wi l l  be  on comprehending nonf ict ion tex t to enhance sc ience and 
soc ia l  s tud ies  learn ing .  
 
MATH 
This  year students wi l l  spend t ime learn ing mul t ip l icat ion facts to be ab le to recal l  wi th 
automat ic i ty .  They wi l l  a lso rev iew and exp lore mathemat ica l  concepts us ing math 
invest igat ions f rom Eureka Math and onl i ne resources .  We wi l l  spend t ime in math talk ,  
analyz ing and exp la in ing problem solv ing st rategies  both ora l ly and in wr i t ing .  
Computat ional  sk i l l s  are taught  wi th in large concept  areas .  
 
SOCIAL STUDIES 
Geography/mapping, ecosystems and habi tats ,  var ious cu l tures ,  communi t ies ,  Ind igenous 
People  of Amer icas,  and government are the curr icu lum focus  in  th is  area .  
 
SCIENCE 
In  sc ience , we wi l l  be  us ing the NGSS method to exp lore core top ics :  forces and mot ion,  
weather and c l imate  patterns ,  and effects  of  t ra i ts .  Students wi l l  part ic ipate  in  inquiry-
based exper iments  to exp lore  these concepts .  
 
TECHNOLOGY 
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We wi l l  focus  on computer  keyboard ing sk i l l s ,  process wr i t i ng , and f ina l  draft wr i t i ng .   
 
Class Requirements 
Students are expected to at tend school  regu lar ly ,  be on t ime,  and come prepared to learn .  
ALL s tudents  are expected to complete ALL ass ignments .  Ass ignments  wi l l  be due at the end 
of the day. Unf in ished work wi l l  be  sent home to f in i sh as homework in addi t ion to dai ly 
homework .  Late ass ignments  wi l l  ONLY be accepted due to an absence .  Al l  late work wi l l  
be due no later than Fr iday of  the week the s tudent re turns  to schoo l .  
 
Homework Policy 
Unf in ished work wi l l  be  taken home to be completed as  homework .  Students are also 
expected to read a min imum of 20 minutes  each n ight .  Homework ass ignments  wi l l  be due 
the fo l lowing day i t  i s  ass igned unless otherwise stated .
